QUALIFICATIONS: 
The successful candidate will possess a diploma/degree in Nursing and a current Certificate of Competence 
from the College of Nurses of Ontario.  Completion of courses specific to Gerontology and the aging process, as 
well as recent experience in a long-term care setting is preferred.  Current BCLS is required.
